As you unpack your Giant-Vac™ Leaf Loader, you will find the following parts: 
 
 1-Self Contained Box with the following inside 
  1-Upper Hose Boom 
  1-Intake Hose 18” diameter 
  1-Package with Hardware, Keys, Nozzle, Door Parts and Manuals 
 
 
 
Inspect parts for any damage that may have occurred in shipping.  If any are found or any 
shortages noted, notify the transport carrier who delivered your machine as they are 
responsible for the damage and are the only one to make any adjustments.  Before leaving our 
plant, all components were completely inspected.  All manufacturing dimensions are held to 
close tolerances, and thus, you will have little difficulty in assembling your Giant-Vac™ Truck 
Loader if you follow these steps.

ENGINE INSTRUCTIONS 
 
An engine manual is supplied with each shipment.  This should be read carefully.  Instructions and oil changes 
should be carefully noted to ensure maximum engine life. 
 
We recommend that the engine be run at a fast idle for at least two (2) HOURS.  Please follow engine 
manufacturer’s manual for proper procedure and for service. 
 
The engine manufacturer warrants the engine.  Please be certain to mail to them the warrantee card, 
IMMEDIATELY.  If any engine problems exist, please contact there nearest service center as only they can 
authorize any warrantee claim. 
 

CAUTION:  ROTATING FAN 
 

BEFORE MAKING ANY ADJUSTMENTS OR REPAIRS, STOP ENGINE.  WHILE IN OPERATION 
KEEP ALL PARTS OF THE BODY AWAY FROM INTAKE AND EXHAUST SECTIONS. 

 
 

READ THE SAFETY AND OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS SHEET BEFORE OPERATING THE  
GIANT-VAC™ TRUCK LOADER 

 
 
ASSEMBLY 
 
The boom holders are located on the side of the exhaust stack and elbow (Ref #34).  Next the boom should be 
installed in the boom holders.  This is done by sliding the vertical arm into the upper bracket on the exhaust stack 
& elbow, and then dropping down into the lower bracket.  The outrigger arm is next installed and fastened with a 
½” bolt and lock nuts.  The treaded support spring arm is fastened which completes this assembly. 
 
 
HOSE ASSEMBLY AND POSITIONING  
 
The hose is next installed and secured to the flange by means of a stainless steel hose clamp.  Following this, the 
boom hose support band is slipped over the hose.  This should be secured about two (2) feet from the end of the 
hose.  The pick-up nozzle is next installed and fastened with a second hose clamp. 
 
A chain connects the hose support band to the end of the boom.  It is vitally important that this chain is adjusted 
correctly for ease of operation.  In general, the chain would be so adjusted that the nozzle is approximately 16” off 
the ground. 
 
The ultimate check to be certain this adjustment is correct takes place after the machine is running at operating 
speed.  To make this check, speed up the engine.  You should then be able to push the nozzle to the ground and 
pull it back up by using three fingers on one hand.  If you cannot operate the nozzle accordingly, either the chain 
should be readjusted or the spring tension of the boom assembly should be changed.  A few minutes time in 
adjusting this correctly will ensure ease in operation. 
 
For transport, move the intake hose forward and lock the intake nozzle handle to the nozzle holder. 
 
Attach the spring holders to the rear doom (facing out or to the back of the machine) with 3/8” bolt, nut and lock 
washer.  Next, connect the door spring and chain from the spring holder to the chain holder on the top of the 
machine.  Repeat for other side. 
 



 
 
 
OPERATION 
 

1. NOTE:  ENGINE IS SHIPPED WITHOUT OIL.  Follow the engine manufacturer’s recommendations 
for oil and fuel recommendations and service.  This should be read carefully to ensure maximum 
engine life. 

 
 
2. Be certain the intake hose boom is properly adjusted according to the instructions found in an earlier 

section of this manual.  In operation, you will not the boom will readily swing over a 10-foot path. 
 
 

3. If the leaves are dry, in most cases we recommend running the truck loader at approximately half 
throttle.  This will help reduce small particles of debris from escaping through the exhaust screen.  
When the leaves are wet or partially frozen, we recommend running the machine at full throttle. 

 
 

4. NEVER USE YOUR GIANT-VAC™ TRUCK LOADER TO PICK UP SAND OR STONES.  Debris like 
this is very abrasive and can damage the impeller and blower housing. 

 
 

5. When the receiver box is full, stop engine and move the intake hose nozzle forward and lock as for 
transport.  The machine is now ready to go to the dump. 

 
 

6. Never run or operate your Giant-Vac™ Truck Loader unless it is completely connected to the receiver 
box and the intake hose is installed. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 



SAFETY AND OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS FOR GIANT-VAC™ LEAF LOADER 
 
TRAINING:   

1. Regard your Giant-Vac™ Leaf Loader as a piece of power equipment and teach this regard to all who will                    
      operate this unit. 
 

2. Never allow children or young teenagers to operate the Giant-Vac™ Leaf Loader. 
 

3. Be sure you know how to stop the engine at a MOMENT’S NOTICE. 
 

4. Instruct children to keep away from the area of operation at all times. 
 
PREPARATION: 

1. Before starting operation, clear the entire work area of all debris that could catch on or be 
      thrown by the Giant-Vac™ Truck Loader. 
 

2. Unless there is very good artificial light, use only during daylight. 
 

3. Fill diesel-fuel driven machines outdoors.  Avoid spilling diesel fuel and DO NOT fill the engine while it is 
running or while you are smoking. 

 
OPERATION:    CAUTION:  ROTATING PARTS 
 

1. BEFORE OPERATING:  Read operators manual for operating and safety instructions.  
 
2. NEVER INSERT ANY BODY PART OR OTHER FOREIGN OBJECT IN ANY OPENING WHILE THE 

MACHINE IS RUNNING. 
 

3. CAUTION:  WHEN TRANSPORTING THE TRUCK LOADER, DO NOT EXCEED 30 M.P.H. HIGH SPEED 
DRIVING AND POOR ROAD CONDITIONS CAN CAUSE DAMAGE TO THE TRUCK LOADER AND THE TOW 
VEHICLE.  MAKE SURE THE HOSE AND BOOM ARE SECURED BEFORE TOWING YOUR TRUCK LOADER. 

 
4. Do not operate with any guards or component parts removed from unit. 

 
5. Before making any adjustments or repairs, stop engine and remove spark plug wires on gas engines – on 

diesel engine be sure engine kill switch is activated. 
 

6. While in operation, keep all parts of body away from intake and exhaust sections. 
 

7. When operating machine, keep people and pets a safe distance away. 
 

8. Follow the engine manufacturer’s recommendations for safe operation. 
 

9. Use caution in selecting your cleaning pattern. 
 

10. The Giant-Vac™ Leaf Loader is designed to be used in connection with a dump truck that has a receiver 
box installed.  Be sure the receiver box is of adequate construction to withstand the high velocity and force 
of the incoming debris.  NEVER run or operate your Giant-Vac™ Leaf Loader unless it is completely 
connected to a receiver box and the intake hose is installed. 

 
11. Never allow another person to ride or stand on the Giant-Vac™ Leaf Loader.  NEVER allow another person 

to ride, sit or stand on the towing vehicle other than IN the driver’s cab of the towing vehicle. 
 

12. Make sure the operator of the towing vehicle has the operator of the Giant-Vac™ Leaf Loader in full view 
at all times.  Also, when operating a Giant-Vac™ Leaf Loader, instruct the hose operator to stay to the side 
of the leaf loader – never in front or behind.
